The Historic National Road was the
nation's first federally funded interstate
highway. It opened the nation to the
west and became a corridor for the
movement of goods and people. Today,
visitors experience a physical timeline,
including classic inns, tollhouses, diners
and motels that trace 200 years of
American history.

Visitor Services
Bicycle/Pedestrian Facilities

The byway can accommodate bicycles and pedestrians in a number of ways.

The byway typically either goes through rural areas, small towns, or large
urban areas. In the rural areas, on-road bicycling is feasible because of
relatively low traffic volumes and generally wide shoulders. Similarly, small
towns accommodate both pedestrians and bicyclists because of their low
traffic volumes, slow traffic speeds, and sidewalks. The large urban areas
along the byway all provide pedestrian sidewalks and some have dedicated
bicycle lanes. Many small towns and large cities have undertaken
streetscaping projects that make the street and sidewalk environment more
attractive and comfortable for pedestrians. Five regional hiker/biker trails
already cross the Historic National Road Scenic Byway in Ohio, and a byway
bikeway could provide a much needed east-west link.

Special Considerations

Tour buses are welcome along the byway; however, it is recommended that they detour
these areas:

¥ A one-mile long brick-paved segment of the National Road in Norwich
¥ The Salt Fork S-Bridge east of Old Washington

These areas would suffer from the extra weight and wear caused by tour buses. Also in
this part of the country, occassional heavy rain or snow fall may impair driveability. In
most instances, the storms do not last long or result in lengthy road closures.

Seasons

Best Time to Drive

Summer/Fall, depending on which end (east or west) you will be spending most of
your time.

Fall
There are more hills and fall colors on the eastern section of the byway.
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High Season
Summer. There are many festivals in Ohio that occur during the summer season.

Summer

On the western section of the byway there is more agriculture so summer and late
summer have the most picturesque fields.

Standard Map - Eastern Section
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Standard Map - Western Section
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Beginning in Bridgeport, follow US 40 west to Morristown.

At Morristown, follow Main Street west through town, then follow US 40 west
again.

US 40 dead-ends at Stillwater Creek approximately 2.5 miles west of
Morristown.

Turn left to get onto 1-70 west.

Take the next exit (Exit 202) to get onto State Route 800 west, just east of
Hendrysburg.

Follow State Route 800 west to Township Route 807 west through Hendrysburg.
Return to State Route 800 west, which bears to the right (north). Leave this for
the Old National Road (County Road 40A) which diverges to the left (west).
Follow Old National Road 40A west to Fairview, then turn left to get onto I-70
west.

Follow I-70 west to Exit 193, State Route 513 north.

Immediately turn left onto County Route 690 west.

Veer right onto County Route 6764 and cross the Salt Fork over the S-Bridge.
Return to County Route 690 west by turning right after the bridge.

Turn left onto County Route 75 south, crossing under I-70, then turn right onto
County Route 670 west.

Follow County Route 670 west. Turn right onto County Home Road north,
crossing over I-70.

Turn right onto Fairground Road east, then left onto Old National Pike west into
Old Washington.

Follow Old National Pike west through Old Washington. Turn right onto US 40
west.

Turn right onto County Route 450 west, then right onto US 40 west again.
Follow US 40 west through Cambridge, crossing over Wills Creek.

Turn right onto County Route 430 west through Fairdale. Turn right to return to
US 40 west.

Follow US 40 west through New Concord. Turn right on Norwich Drive north,
then veer left onto Main Street west through Norwich.

Turn right onto Brick Road west. Turn right to return to US 40 west at the end of
the road.

Follow US 40 west to just east of Zanesville. Turn left onto County Route 604
south, then immediately right onto Wheeling Avenue west.
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¥ Veer left onto East Main Street west into downtown Zanesville. Main Street
becomes US 40 downtown.

¥ Follow US 40 west. Turn right onto County Route 415 west through Mt. Sterling.

¥ Turn right onto US 40 west. Turn right onto County Route 1 (Main Street) west
through Gratiot.

¥ Stay straight onto County Route 26 west, then turn right onto US 40 west.

¥ Follow US 40 west through Bexley. Where US 40 turns right in Bexley, stay
straight, following Main Street west into Columbus.

¥ Turn right onto Grant Street north, then left onto Broad Street west through
Columbus.

¥ Broad Street is US 40 in Columbus. Stay on US 40 west to Summerford.

¥ Turn right onto Old US 40 west through Summerford, then right to return to US
40 west.

¥ Follow US 40 west to South Vienna. Veer right onto Main Street, proceed west
through town, then return to US 40 west where Main Street intersects it.

¥ Follow US 40 west into Springfield. Veer left onto Main Street west and follow
Main Street through Springfield.

¥ Turn left onto US 40 west. Follow US 40 west to the state line, which is the end
of the Ohio section of the Historic National Road.

Day 1
¥ Start: Euphemia (Lewisburg)

Euphemia was annexed by its southern neighbor, Lewisburg, and

many historic buildings have been preserved. The town has

museums, historical sites, parks, and a winery close by called the Valley
Vineyards Winery.

¥ Stop 1:Englewood Metro Park

Directions:  Take US 40 east out of Euphemia and follow it until you get to
Englewood. Turn right on to Main St. The park will be on your

left.
Suggested 45 minutes
time at this
stop:

The park contains a Pumpkin Ash/Swamp Forest (a State Natural Landmark),
three waterfalls, the Aullwood Garden, and the Aullwood Audubon Center and
Farm. Englewood has 12 miles of hiking trails, guided trail rides, picnicking,
fishing, canoeing, bicycling, and cross-country skiing.
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¥ Stop 2: Dayton Aviation Heritage National Historical Park

From 19 minutes / 1%ni (24.0km)

previous

stop:

Directions: Go south on Main St. until you see W. National Road on your
left. Follow this road until it hits | 75. Take | 75 south and follow
it until you get to Dayton. In Dayton take exit 53A toward 3rd St.
Take a slight right onto W. 2nd St. and then a slight left onto
Robert Dr. Turn right when you come to W. 3rd St. and then a
left onto S. Williams St. Follow this street until you get to the
Historical Park.

Suggested 30 minutes
time at
this stop:

This park has a collection of sites celebrating such people as the Wright brothers
and Paul Laurence Dunbar.

¥ Stop 3: Taylorsville Metro Park

stop:

Directions: From Dayton take | 75 north for 9.5 miles. Turn right onto the E.
National Rd. and quickly left onto US 40. As you follow US 40
you will go right though the park.

Suggested 20 minutes
time at
this stop:

This expansive Metro Park includes the ruins of the pike town, Tadmor, and has
many trails and chances to enjoy the Miami River. Other available activities
include picnicking, fishing, sledding, cross-country skiing, and canoeing.

¥ Stop 4: Madonna of the Trail Statue

Directions: Take US 40 to Springfield. The statue will be on the
left side of the road.

Suggested time at 5 minutes
this stop:

The Madonna of the Trail Statue commemorates the "Pioneer Mother of the
Covered Wagon Days." This is the first of eleven identical statues dedicated on
July 4, 1928 by Judge (later President) Harry S. Truman.
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¥ Stop 5:Pennsylvania House

stop:

Directions:  Continue on US 40 until you get to N. Isabella St. and turn
right. Turn right on to Main St. and go west until you see the

house.
Suggested 20 minutes
time at this
stop:

The Pennsylvania House is a National Road tavern turned to museum.The
museum, which features period furnishings and collections of dolls and buttons,
holds a monthly open house.

¥ Stop 6:Heritage Center of Clark County

From 4 minutes / 1.5ni (2.4km)

stop:

Directions: Go east on W. Main St. Turn left on N. Isabella St. Turn right
onto W. Columbia St. Turn left onto S. Fountain St. and go until
you see the Heritage Center.

Suggested 30 minutes
time at
this stop:

The Heritage Center contains a museum, stores, a research facility and historical
archives. The Center provides an excellent introduction to local history and

traditions.
¥ End: Buck Creek State Park
From 12 minutes / 5.84ni (9.3km)
previous
stop:

Directions: Go north on S. Fountain Ave. until you reach E. Columbia St.,
turn right. Take a left onto US 40 and follow it to N. Bird Rd.
The road will become Buck Creek Ln. Follow this road until you
reach the park.

The park offers camping, picnicking, hiking, fishing, and other leisure activities.
There are also cottages available for rent.
