Special Considerations

Travelers are advised to fill their gas tanks in Carmel before heading south or in San
Simeon before heading north on Route 1. There are few gas stations along the way.

The road is narrow and curvy, and in some places it has narrow shoulders and sharp drop
offs to the ocean far below. Drive with care and watch for pedestrians. Also, large, long
vehicles may have trouble with this winding road.

This byway is open all year.

The road is open all year, except for occasional mudslides during severe rainstorms.

Castle)

Suggested time at this stop: 3 hours

Above the ocean at San Simeon lies the creation of two extraordinary people,
William Randolph Hearst and Julia Morgan. Their collaboration, which took
nearly 30 years to complete, transformed a hilltop campsite into the world-
famous Hearst Castle.

« Stop 2: Piedras Blancas Elephant Seal Rookery

 Stop 4: Limekiln State Park

This 716-acre park features the beauty of the redwoods, the rugged coast and the
cultural history of limekilns, which are kilns or furnaces in which limestone and/
or shells are burned and reduced to lime.
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« Stop 5: Julia Pfeiffer Burns State Park

From previous stop: 19 minutes / 15 mi (24.0 km)

Directions: Continue along byway to mile marker 35.9.
Suggested time at this stop: 1 hour

Julia Pfeiffer Burns State Park stretches from the Big Sur coastline into nearby
3,000-foot ridges. The park features redwood, tan oak, madrone, chaparral, and
an 80-foot waterfall that drops from granite cliffs into the ocean from the
Overlook Trail.

« Stop 6: Big Sur

Directions: Big Sur is located right on the byway.

Suggested time at this stop: 30 minutes

Though recognized as a town on most road maps, Big Sur is really more of an
area than a town. It contains a large camping area, while many inns, restaurants,
and other small shops are found up and down the corridor.

« Stop 7: Point Sur State Historic Park

From previous stop: 10 minutes / 6.1 mi (9.8 km)

Directions: Keep traveling along the byway, signs will notify you
of the State Park.

Suggested time at 1 hour
this stop:

Point Sur Historic State Park features the Point Sur Lighthouse. Modern
technology has now replaced the kerosene lamps of times past, but the beautiful
buildings remain part of the scenery along the Big Sur Coastline.
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« Stop 8: Carmel

From previous stop: 32 minutes / 20.6 mi (33.0 km)
Suggested time at this stop: 30 minutes

The city of Carmel is situated in a forested area just off Highway One. Carmel is
about five miles south of Monterey and 26 miles north of Big Sur.

« Stop 9: Point Lobos State Reserve

From previous stop: 9 minutes / 4.2 mi (6.7 km)
Directions: Located a few miles down the byway.
Suggested time at this stop: 30 minutes

Deriving its name from the offshore rocks at Punta de los Lobos Marinos, Point
of the Sea Wolves, where the sound of the sea lions carries inland, the reserve
has often been called the crown jewel of the State Park System.

« Stop 10: Monterey

From previous stop: 15 minutes / 7.4 mi (11.8 km)
Directions: Continue along Highway 1.
Suggested time at this stop: 1 hour

In its early days, Monterey was the capital of the Spanish territory of California,
while Monterey Bay was an important port. The city displays its historical
importance with beautifully restored historic buildings and a "Path of History"
walking tour.
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« End: Monterey Bay Aquarium

From previous stop: 4 minutes / 1.7 mi (2.7 km)
Directions: Located in Monterey

Suggested time at this stop: 2 hours
