Lake Erie's working waterfronts built the Midwest. Settlement of the Great Lakes

coincided with a rapid growth in industrial know-how. The lake's natural waterways and
manmade canals aided this expansion. Explore Great Lakes shipping and sailing along
the Lake Erie Lighthouses and Maritime Lore journey. Visit lighthouses, maritime
museums, and stops celebrating the region’s link to the lake. Plan on at least two days.

Sixteen lighthouses are located along the Lake Erie Coastal Ohio Trail Byway.
Viewed from Conneaut Township Park, the Conneaut Harbor West Breakwater
Lighthouse is the latest in lighthouses to monitor this port's trade, originally in
whiskey, lumber, and grain. Today, this port transports coal, irone ore and stone.
This is a "sister" lighthouse to the one in Huron. Its 60-foot steel tower was built
in 1936 and has a black band that serves as a navigational guide during the day.

Ashtabula Lighthouse keepers took turns residing in this 1898 home, alternating
shifts of sleeping at the lighthouse and keeping warm and dry with family
members on shore. This museum is dedicated to maritime history and includes
the world's only working scale model of a Hulett ore unloader. From the
museum, view freighters loading and unloading at Ashtabula Harbor. the
Ashtabula Lighthouse, and one of only two lit Bascule lift briges in the United
States.

During World War Il, Ashtabula received more iron ore than anywhere else in

the world. This port still ships and receives goods from across the globe,

including limestone, taconite, coal, and agricultural potash. Lighthouses
underwent many changes as technology advanced and boat traffic increased. The
Ashtabula Harbor Lighthouse was the last manned lighthouse on Lake Erie. Built
in 1905, this lighthouse can be seen from the Great Lakes Marine Museum and
Coast Guard Memorial Museum.
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¥ Stop 4. Fairport Harbor Marine Museum and Lighthouse

Fairport Harbor transports salt, limestone, sand and gravel. The nation's deepest
salt-mining operation is located here, and it extracts salt from beds 2,000 feet
deep and up to two miles under Lake Erie.

"The Great Lakes Story" showcases a crucial part of the
mission of the Great Lakes Science Center to emphasize environmental activities
in the Great Lakes Region. Discover the natural beauty, physical characteristics,
geography and geology that makes the Great Lakes unique. Exhibits celebrate
human and economic importance of the Great Lakes region, investigate threats to
the Great Lakes, and explore ways in which this ecosystem is being restored. In
addition, the exhibition presents the Great Lakes as an ecosystem of national and
global importance that affects other ecosystems and can serve as a model for the
identification of environmental threats and their remedies. "The Great Lakes
Haunted House" isn't haunted by ghosts and goblins, it's haunted by hands-on
exhibits about toxic chemicals and pollutants. Detergents, motor oil, fertilizers --
many common household items can pollute our homes, as well as the outdoor
environment. "The Great Lakes Situation Room" is a unique interactive
multimedia demonstration theater. The core of the Situation Room is 24 state-of-
the-art computer stations, all linked to a huge 36-screen video wall at the front of
the theater - reportedly one of the largest video walls east of the Rockies! The
computers provide users - and audience members - with dynamic presentations
about the Great Lakes Region.

Lorain's first "lighthouse" was a lantern hanging on a pole at the edge of Lake
Erie. At least two other lighthouses stood guard over Lorain Harbor until this
existing structure opened in 1917. This concrete building with 10-inch steel walls
was built to withstand the gales of Lake Erie. Water taxi transportation and tours
of the lighthouse will be offered in the future. For now, visitors can see the
lighthouse from shore. Lorain Harbor handles iron ore, stone, petroleum from
Toledo and general cargo. Access to railroad lines encouraged port development
in the late 1800s. This port was home to the American Ship Building Company,
where hundreds of boats were built for Great Lakes commerce, including
massive 1,000-foot-ore boats still in service today.

A new interactive display allows visitors to explore Great
Lakes shipwrecks. See huge Fresnel lenses once used to illuminate Lake Erie
lighthouses.

The Port of Huron is an international export center for grain, linking
farmers of the Midwest to the world. The lighthouse is not open for tours;

Sandusky Bay sheltered the city from storms, yet provided access to Lake Erie.
This museum shares maritime stories about fishing, ice harvesting, and shipping,
including those of early shipbuilding and the evolution of ferryboats.

particular interest is the museum'’s Lyman Boat Works collection, memorabilia
from a leisure craft company that began creating their famous wooden boats in
Sandusky in 1928. The museum offers shipbuilding clinics to continue this
artistic legacy.

itself. Wolcott served as keeper till his death in 1832. His wife, Rachel, became
the first female lighthouse keeper on the Great Lakes. The home is open Monday
through Saturday, June through August, and other times due to special events.

Lighthouse is the oldest continously operating lighthouse on the Great Lakes.

Byway travelers can
climb the spiral staircase to the top of the lighthouse for fascinating views of the
Lake Erie Islands, Cedar Point, and Lake Erie. Although the state park is open
year-round, the lighthouse is staffed and open for tours weekday afternoons from
1 to 4:45 p.m., June through September, and on the second Saturday of the
month, June through October.

This 3-story Romanesque structure has guarded Toledo's harbor since 1904 from
an artificial island about eight miles from the mouth of the Maumee River. The
light was commissioned after the Army Corps of Engineers dredged a deep
channel linking Lake Erie to the Maumee River and the thriving port of Toledo.
Toledo is a deep-draft port with a mile-long docking facility and two of the

largest cranes in the United States. This international port is a leading grain
export center, linking the farmlands of the Midwest to Europe, North Africa,
South America, Central America and the Middle East. Corn, soybean, and wheat
are shipped from Toledo. The lighthouse can be viewed with the use of
binoculars from Maumee Bay State Park; however, it is best viewed by boat. The
MV SANDPIPER schedules lighthouse tours throughout the summer.
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¥ Stop 7: SSWILLISB. BOYER Museum Ship

Directions. Take N. Curtice Road 2.5 miles to Cedar Point Road (Route 179)
and turn left.
